Expectations of Dive Masters
PREPARATION

1 – Get equipment ready for all students

· BCD

· Fins

· Mask

· Snorkel

· Reg – New mouth piece – all in the same measurements

· Weights

· Wetsuit

2 – Get tanks ready for all students and staff. Place the students tanks in a row or semi circle with their marked equipment next to each tank. The instructors tank should be in infront of the students.

3 – Setup gear and be ready for briefing

4 – Prepare the confined water area.

Floatation device

Weightbelt with extra weight

BRIEFING

1 – Be completely ready and listen to the briefing so that you understand exactly what will be going on in that session.

2 – Help students if they are having difficulty setting up their equipment. Be observant and helpful but let them do as much as they can for themselves.

3 – Keep it fun. Cheer and make positive comments

GETTING INTO THE WATER

1 – The instructor or assistant will get in the water first to demonstrate

There should always be one staff member in before the students.

2 – Help students get into their gear, assign buddy teams and have them enter the water together.

3 – Once in the water, keep them together, have them hold onto the line and don’t let them drift away.

4 – Help students complete buddy checks, feel free to give advise and suggestions and correct any problems or mistakes they may make.

IN WATER

1 – Place yourself behind students

2 – Look at the student – Not at the instructor. If the instructor needs your attention, he will use a banger.

3 – Be ready to help the students:

Put weights in their pockets if they are overweighted

Assist them if they have ay problems

If a student close to you surfaces, surface with him / her and give them assistance while the instructor continues the lesson

4 – Keep the students together. While the instructor evaluates skill, make sure the students stay in a line and have them ready for the next demonstraton.

GETTING OUT OF THE WATER

1 – Be the first out of the water

2 – Help students get out of the water, show them where to place their gear and sit

3 – Help the students rinse their gear and give them assistance. DON’T FORGET TO CHECK DUSTCAPS

POST DIVE

1 – Receve equipment from students to sign in.

2 – Get floatation and weights from the water

3 – Make sure the area is clean and nothing was forgotten on the dock or boat

4 – Clean your own equipment

5- Wait for the instructor to finish debriefing the students and have him sign your paperwork.

OPEN WATER 1 & 2

PREPARATION

1 – Get equipment ready for all students

· BCD

· Fins

· Mask

· Snorkel

· Reg – New mouth piece – all in the same measurements

· Weights

· Wetsuit

2 – Get tanks ready for a ll students and all staff. Place the tanks on the boat at the position designated.

3 – Setup gear and be ready for the briefing

4 – Make sure the boat is fully loaded:

O2

Spare equipment and spare weights

Water

First aid kit

Floatation devices

5 – Bring spare weights in your pocket.

2 – Help students if they are having difficulty setting up their equipment. Be observant and helpful but let them do as much as they can for themselves.

2 – Look at the student – Not at the instructor. If the instructor needs your attention, he will use a banger.

3 – Be ready to help the students:

· Put weights in their pockets if they are overweighted

· Assist them if they have ay problems

· If a student close to you surfaces, surface with him / her and give them assistance while the instructor continues the lesson

4 – Keep the students together. The first time they get in the water it will be hard for them to control their buoyancy and to keep them together. The trick is to keep diving. Don’t stop in one place. If a student has  problem equalizing. Don’t stop, keep level and follow the group from above.
GETTING OUT OF THE WATER

1 – Be the first out of the water

2 – Help students get out of the water, show them where to place their gear and sit

3 – Help the students change their tanks after the first dive.

4 – Help the students rinse their gear and give them assistance. DON’T FORGET TO CHECK DUSTCAPS

POST DIVE

1 – Receive equipment from students to sign in.

2 – Get floatation and weights from the water

3 – Make sure the area is clean and nothing was forgotten on the dock or boat

4 – Clean your own equipment

5- Wait for the instructor to finish debriefing the students and have him sign your paperwork.
